Women, a challenge for Sport

On the occasion of the first constituent
meeting of the EW.S. and the annual I.W.G.
meeting, a press conference was organised to
announce that the 6th European Women and
Sport Conference will be held in

April 23-25, 2004 in Paris, under the theme :
“WOMEN, SPORT AND DEMOCRACY".

Ms Chantal Amade-Escot, E.W.S. Chairwoman, emphasised
the importance of the motto chosen for this conference :
“Sport, a challenge for Women ; Women, a challenge for
Sport”. She insisted on the difference between degrees of par-
ticipation in sports (high level, leisure, school) which vary
according European countries. She also noted that Northern
countries have an egalitarian practice older than the others.
Ms Sue Neil, .W.G. co-chair, announced that the 4th World
Conference on Women and Sport will be held in 2006 for the
first time in Asia (Kumamoto, Japan) and most importantly,
officially announced the integration of Ms. Béatrice Hess to the
IWG as a new co-opted member. 1.W.G. still strongly involved
in promoting and facilitating the development of opportunities
for girls and women in sport and physical activity throughout
the world.

Both M. Henri Sérandour (President of the French National
Olympic and Sports Committee) and M. Jean-Francois
Lamour (French Minister of Sports) confirmed their commit-
ment to mobilising all general policies and measures specifi-
cally for the purpose of achieving equality between women
and men in sports activities.

Mr. Jean-Frangois Lamour added he thought women could
bring a fresh view on solutions and actions in the fight
against violence in Sport. “Women generally enjoy sport
more as leisure and social bonding and can therefore make
a big impact, particularly in providing solutions, on the
fight against incivilities”.

Report from the Annual
ILW.G. Meeting held on
November 14-15, 2002 in

Paris (France)
The C.N.O.S.F. hosted the annual
meeting of the International Working
Group on Women and Sports on
November 14-15, 2002 in Paris. Along
with the 2 co-chairs Dr. Sue Neill and
Dr. Etsuko Ogasawara, members in
attendance were, Ms. Chantal Amade-
Escot in representation of Europe and
acting as host of this meeting,
Ms. Margot Foster sent by the
Australian Sport Commission in repre-
sentation of Oceania, Dr. Margaret
Talbot in representation of the
International Association of Physical
Education for Girls and Women, Prof.
Kari Fasting in representation of the
WomenSport International , Dr. Anita
White and Mr. Yacine Kabbage from
the IWG secretariat.

Further to the core of the group, it was
once again agreed that the group would
benefit from the presence of individual
co-opted members who would bring a
better balance and varied skills to the
group. It was decided that cultural

diversity in relation to language, reli-
gion and ethnicity, and expertise in
Sport for people with disabilities was
needed. Members unanimously agreed
to invite Ms. Béatrice Hess (France)
and Ms. Aminata Diack Ndiaye
(Senegal) to become co-opted member.

Various tasks have been split amongst

the members :

= Maintain close links with the U.N.,
prepare a joint publication and moni-
tor the progress of the Convention on
the Elimination of all forms of
Discrimination Against Women ;

= Interface with UNESCO and push
for the inclusion of Women and
Sport in the Physical Education issue.
Co-operate to find a solution to the
World Crisis in Physical Education ;

= Monitor the progress of the Brighton
Declaration and the Windhoek call
for action ;

= Use and maintain resources (keep an
updated web-site), advertise
resources available from other
sources, and continually look for
resources, which would benefit
women and sport ;

= Follow up the theme “Gender mains-
treaming” ;

= Encourage infrastructure and net-

work amongst the various parties
involved (Sports Federations,
Olympic Movement, Governments,
Non Governmental Organisations, ...)
that will facilitate the work towards
better Women Representation in
Sport ;

= Collaborate with the World Health
Organisation to promote the spread
of “Move for health”.

The group is looking forward to forge
strong networks and lay the grounds for
the 1LW.G.’s work until 2006. For fur-

Croatian Olympic Committee — VWWomen
and Sport CommiSSION Rreport by Ms. va Gavez

More than 800 000 play sports regularly
every day, and 40 % of those are organi-
sed sports club members. But as we look
at higher levels in sport, we see that
women tend to leave sport after an acti-
ve career. One of the reasons is often the
hard way to make a living out of sports.
Girls and women choose University
education and afterwards move in other
directions. Few remain in sports.
However, it is the strategy and one of the
most important goals of Women and
Sports Commission to work on that
issue and to improve it.

In it’s rather short existence, the
Croatian Olympic Committee has

welcomed the IOC’s quota programme

and has been acting on many fields and

in different ways to fulfil them.

Women and Sport Commission statis-

tics were found :

= In the Executive Board the women
are represented in 5 %

= In the General Assembly, there are
6,5 %.

= The number of female coaches and
journalists is drastically rising and is
now near 15 % and 25 % respectively.

Women and Sport Commission has

also orientated on the practical every-

day concern for female athletes. The

topic of the next year’s European

Sports Conference is “Making Sport
attractive for all” and it will make
great effort in covering recreational
and high level sport, as well as sport
leadership.
Several seminars have been organised
by the Women and Sport Commission :
= March 2001, “Female athletes and
health — prevention, injuries and
rehabilitation” ;
= May 2002, “Female athletes and the
Media”.

GERMANY (MS. BARBARA AFF)

Prepared by a group of women who
work in the different Lands
Federation Women Committees or
Sport Governing Bodies Women
Committees an application concer-
ning gender mainstreaming has been
submitted to the presidency of
German Sports Federation. In sum-
mary it says :

= The German Sports Confederation
commits on support of women and
the strategy of gender mainstreaming
to reach gender balance in sports.

= The presidency of German Sports
Confederation decides to make the
strategy of gender mainstreaming to
a guideline of work of GSC (DSB).
= A paritic steering group will be
established to fulfil this aim. The
regularities are to be matched with
Women in Sports Committee. The
aim is the decision and the transfer

into action of an effective concept
with measures to realise Gender
Mainstreaming in the fulltime struc-
tures of sports in Germany as well as
in the federal committees.

= The President of GSB (DSB) and
the chairwoman of Women in Sports
Committee will give a report of what
the situation is like every year in the
General Assemblies about the trans-
fer in action of Gender Balance in
German Sports Confederation.

The Secretary General of German
Sports Federation is one of the mem-
bers of the steering group. A great
success for men and women in Sport!

E.W.S. Report
AUSTRIA (MS. EVA JANKO)

The women and sport working group
within the Austrian Sports Federation
(BSO) had some remarkable develop-
ments in the last 2 years.

Following a study : “Sport 2000” which
dealt with the reality of sport in general
in Austria, the main questions with
regard to women in sport could be
addressed. These are :

= the fact that women represent the
new type of sportive people outside of
clubs, who simply enjoy fitness/wellness
= women are consequently less represented
in clubs : 41%, of which 50 % are active

= Executive boards/committees/coun-
cils in Austria do only have an average

percentage of 10 % women. This fact
had been underlined with 2 surveys of
the women and sport group in 1999 and
2002. Positive developments could be
noted : 2 national federations (out of
53) have meanwhile a female presi-
dent, Modern Pentathlon in Austria
has 3 women and 2 men on their
Executive Board.

With January 2003, the Women in
Sport working group will launch the
project “Mentoring”. It had been the
focus of the first “Women and Sport”
conference in 2000. Now 6
mentor/mentee pairs will have the
chance to work together over 1 year. 5
meetings and 2 seminars are embedded
in this program.

Gender Mainstreaming became an
issue of major importance. On
governmental level, 2 decisions of the
council of ministers to implement
Gender Mainstreaming had been
taken, and an inter-governmental
working group, combining all minis-
tries had been set up.

In September, the women and sport
working group had organised a confe-
rence on Gender Mainstreaming, this
together with the ministry for public
service and sport. As a result, a resolu-
tion to introduce GeM as action guide-
line for the sports federations was for-
mulated, and this resolution was taken
at the general assembly of the Austrian
Sports Federation.

Women’s World Ranking

Ten years after the launch of the world ranking
for men's national teams, FIFA will launch the
world ranking for women’s national teams on
May 23, 2003 - almost exactly four months to
the day before the opening game of the fourth
FIFA Women’s World Cup to be staged in China.
By launching the World Ranking, FIFA is hoping
to give the popularity of women's football a well
deserved extra boost. According to the Big Count survey published
by FIFA two years ago, some 22 million women play football requ-
larly in over 130 countries. Almost one hundred teams are now
contesting the preliminary competition of the fourth FIFA Women's
World Cup (Ching, from 23 September to 11 October 2003).

The FIFA Women's World Ranking will be presented in detail at the
group draw in the city of Wuhan in central China on 23 May 2003
and is due to be published quarterly.

|OC sub-regional
seminar in Rome

Ms. Chantal Amade-€Escot and Ms. Iva Gavez attended the I0C sub-regio-
nal seminar in Rome last November 2002 as Women and Sports Working
Group members of their respective National Olympic Committee.

In the course of this seminar, participants were invited to elaborate
a national action plan to promote women in sports leadership and
career. Four years after the first I0C sub-regional seminar, held in
Zagreb (Croatia), this seminar aimed to raise the level of awareness
about women'’s sport situation in Europe, to inform participants
about recent and sustainable IOC developments, to broaden NOC's
participation in national action plan to promote women in sports,
and to implement and support active pilot projects through IOC.
Along with a number of other developments, this seminar demons-
trates a welcome optimism regarding Women and Sports issues. It
was also a useful exchange of ideas and offered the opportunity to
meet Mr Mario Pescante, President to the European Olympic
Committees and to strengthen the relationships with many NOC's
working persons on Women and Sport issues.
