WILD project kicks off
The Women’s International Leadership Development programme is a joint venture by CCPR and national sports organisations from the Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, France, Hungary, Italy and Sweden aimed at increase representation by women in leadership positions in sport and build the competence and confidence of women in decision-making positions.

The programme is organised through the European Non-Governmental Sports Organisation (ENGSO) and funded through the preparatory actions in the field of sport from the European Commission’s sport unit. 

The project offers around 50 potential women leaders across Europe the opportunity to learn skills together and create a pan-European network of women leaders. The project kicks off in the European Parliament in Brussels on April 13/14 and will represent the start of a series of national and international training sessions and discussions.
